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An abstract is a brief, comprehensive summary of the contents of the research. Type main text in Calibri 12-point single-spaced type.  Be sure the text is justified.  Do not place additional blank lines between paragraphs. Do not use double spaced text. Figures and Tables are allowed. Figure captions should be centered below the figures; table captions should be centered above. Avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention in the text. Use in the text the abbreviation “Fig. 1” or “Tab. 1” even at the beginning of a sentence. Use “Figure 1” and “Table 1” in the captions.
